We may consider why God has the
one nature and three perons.

2.Why God has one nature:

The name of anyone means his or her
nature or substance.The God reveals
his name when saying: “lI am who am”
( Exodus 3:13,14). So his nature is
mainly the subsistence or the
continuing to exist i.e. not created
(St.Thomas, Summa Theologia P I,
ql10, a.2).

If the God is the subsistence, he is
also the perfection ( St.Tom.
Sum.TheolP I, g 4, al) and, the
perfection is unique, no duo or no
multiplicity (St.Thomas. Sum.Theol. P
I,g11,a3).

St.John wrote : “ Love is of God ”( Jn
4:7). Because the God is unique, He is
both the subsistence and the love.

2.Why the God are three persons:

As the God’s action is substancial, the
generating and the proceeding causes
persons : The Second person and the
Third person.

Generating the Son and proceeding
the Holy Spirit call for four relations
and four turminus (ends) : 1, The
Father. 2,The Son. 3, The Father and
the Son . 4, The holy Spirit. But there
are only three relations of the contrast:
The Father contrasts with the Son; the
Father and the Son contrast with the

The God is unique but non sole
because of being three persons (St
Thomas, Sum.Theol., part I,
q.28,29,36,37,39,40).

3.To adore one God with three
persons:

The first, we believe the mystery “One
God with three persons”. That is not
because of comprehension but because
of being revealed (Mt 28:19).

The second, as sons, we must keep
God’s commandments because the
Father created us , the Son saved us
and the Holy Spirit sanctified us .

In addition, we will proclaim Gospel
to gentiles because “all power in
heaven and on earth has been given to
me. Go, therefore, and make disciples
of all nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father, and of the Son,
and of the holy Spirit...(Mt 28:18-20).
